Château Vignelaure, 
“the vineyard of the sacred spring”

The vines have been cultivated in the area for more than 2000 years but it was in the late 60’s that Vignelaure took its present form.

Under the stewardship of Georges Brunet, previously owner of the third growth Château la Lagune in Médoc, the estate quickly established a fine international reputation.

The 100ha (250 acres) property with its 60ha of vineyard sets high above the sea level at nearly 400m, surrounded by hills, lies in the foothills of Mont Sainte-Victoire, 30 km in the north of Aix-en-Provence.

The vineyard
The vineyard benefit of a late micro climate. The grapes are harvested at perfect maturity and are carefully sorted out in a cellar that combines tradition and the most modern techniques.
The wines 
Château Vignelaure produces excellent rosé wines but is very famous for full body red wines mainly made with Cabernet Sauvignon blended with Syrah and Grenache.
Château Vignelaure red wines mature between 12 to 18 months in oak barrels in a spectacular underground cellar.
